Or active members of the Catawba Valley Youth Showmanship circuit.  
 
1) The Junior Goat Show will be held on Monday, September 2,  immediately after the Junior Market Goat Showmanship 
Contest. 
2) Vet check off trailer. Weigh in 7:00 AM-9:00 AM. Check in time between 9:00 AM-10:30 AM. 
3) Exhibitors must be residents of counties listed or an active member of the Catawba Valley Youth Showmanship Circuit.  
4) Exhibitors must have trained and fitted their animals for at least 30 days before the show but ownership is not required. 
5) Goats shown must be wethers or does (NO BUCKS). 
6) Goats should be shown at halter. Major fitting should be done prior to arrival at Fair. 
7) Goats will be shown as individuals. Each exhibitor is limited to two entries. 
8) If a junior has more than one goat in a class, the other goat must be shown by a junior. 
9) Class size will be determined after weigh in and classes will be broken by weight at the discretion of the Show 
Superintendent.
